Opened in 1846, Drem acted as a junction for the North Berwick line, transiently operating passenger
trains with horse traction to cut costs. The siding was eventually used as the terminus for trains,
which did not venture onto the main line. The siding on the north side of the main line to the east of
the station, which today has no road access, has been used to stable the Royal Train overnight on a

number of occasions. Drem survived a closure attempt in 1969. *
